Remedial Action Work Plan and Community Outreach Event 
Former Tidewater Facility 

Terminus of Tidewater Street and Merry Street, Pawtucket, Rhode Island 
 

June 15, 2018 
 
In accordance with the Rhode Island Department of Environmental Management's 
(RIDEM’s) Rules and Regulations for the Investigation and Remediation of Hazardous 
Material Releases (the Remediation Regulations), National Grid is providing notice to 
abutting property owners and tenants, easement holders, municipalities, and people who 
have joined the mailing list established for the Former Tidewater Facility that a Remedial 
Action Work Plan (RAWP) for the above mentioned property has been submitted to 
RIDEM.  The property is further designated as Assessors Plat (A.P.) 54B Lot 826, A.P. 
65B Lots 662, 645, 647, 649 and portions of 648, and portions of A.P. 67B Lots 11 and 
21 of the City of Pawtucket Tax Assessor's plat maps (herein referred to as the Site).  The 
RAWP summarizes the results of a Limited Design Investigation program to supplement 
the existing available data, provides technical details on the Site remedy, describes Best 
Management Practices and the air monitoring program to be implemented during 
construction of the remedy, and outlines a schedule for execution. The Site remedy is as 
follows: 
 

• Limited excavation and off-Site disposal of impacted materials from three (3) source 
areas (the former tank UGTT-1, raceway structures and an area of fill with crystallized 
naphthalene); 

• Installation of an approximately 1,300-foot long subsurface barrier wall with integral non-
aqueous phase liquid (NAPL) recovery wells along the downgradient riverfront area of 
the Site;  

• Construction of permeable and impermeable engineered caps;  

• Installation of engineered control fencing; 

• Routine NAPL gauging and recovery; 

• Routine groundwater quality monitoring; and 

• Recording an Environmental Land Usage Restriction (ELUR) on the property deeds 
restricting certain activities and ensuring the engineered controls (engineered caps and 
fencing) and containment wall are maintained.  The ELUR will include a Soil 
Management Plan (SMP) which will address potential future activities that disturb Site 
soils and groundwater.    

 
Consistent with the Public Involvement Plan (PIP) established for the Site dated October 
2013 and Rule 7.07C of the Remediation Regulations, a Community Outreach Event will 
be held from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. on July 17, 2018 to disseminate information regarding 
the RAWP and the planned remediation and engage in further dialogue with the 
community about the Site.  This Community Outreach Event will be held in the Cafeteria 
at the Blackstone Academy Charter School located at 334 Pleasant Street, Pawtucket, 
RI.  The Cafeteria can be accessed from Tower Street, and parking is available on Tower 
Street, Taft Street and Pleasant Street.  
 



 

 
There is a comment period during which the public may review the RAWP and the Site 
remedy.  This comment period will be held open for 14 days following the Community 
Outreach Event described above (July 18 through July 31, 2018).  Should you require 
additional time for review, a request for an extension of the comment period may be made 
to the Department.  Requests must be received by the Department before 4:00 p.m. on 
the final day of the comment period (July 31, 2018) and may be made in writing to the 
address or email address listed below.  RIDEM will consider all substantive written 
comments prior to submittal of the final RAWP Addendum.

En los planos 
catastrales del tasador fiscal, la propiedad está designada como parcela del asesor (A.P., 
Assesors Plat) 54B Lote 826, A.P. 65B Lotes 662, 645, 647, 649 y partes de 648, y partes 
de A.P. 67B Lotes 11 y 21 de la ciudad de Pawtucket (en adelante, el Sitio).El RAWP

A propriedade está ainda 
designada como uma parcela dos assessores (A.P.) 54B lote 826, A.P. 65B lotes 662, 645, 
647, 649 e porções de 648 e porções do A.P. 67B lotes 11 e 21 das mapas de parcelas do 
Assessor dos Impostos da Cidade de Pawtucket (aqui referidas como o Site).  O projeto 
RAWP resume os resultados de um programa de Projeto de Investigação Limitada (LDI) 
para suplementar os dados existentes disponíveis, fornece detalhes técnicos sobre a 
solução do Site, descreve as melhores práticas de gerenciamento e o programa de 
monitoramento do ar a ser implementado durante a construção da remediação e descreve 
um cronograma para a execução. A remediação do site é a seguinte: 
 

• Escavação limitada e eliminação fora do site dos materiais afetados das (3) três áreas 
de fonte (o antigo tanque UGTT-1, as estruturas de pistas e uma área de enchimento 
com naftaleno cristalizado); 

• Instalação de uma parede de contusão de aproximadamente 1.300 pés de longo de 
subsuperfície com poços de recuperação de um líquido integral de fase não aquoso 
(NAPL), ao longo da zona ribeirinha degrada do Site;  

• Construção de tampas de engenharia permeáveis e impermeáveis;  

• Instalação projetada de cercas de controle; 

• Medição e recuperação de rotina do NAPL; 

• Monitoramento de rotina da qualidade da água subtêrranea; e 

• Gravação do Uso Restrito da Terra Ambiental (ELUR) nos atos de propriedade 
restringindo certas atividades e garantindo os controles de engenharia (tampões e 
cerca) e a parede de contenção estão mantidos.  O ELUR incluirá um Plano de Gestão 
do Solo (SMP) para enfrentar possíveis atividades futuras que perturbem os solos do 
site e as águas subterrâneas.

The community outreach event will be held from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, July 17 in the cafeteria at the 
Blackstone Academy Charter School located at 334 Pleasant Street, Pawtucket, RI. The cafeteria can be accessed from 
Tower Street, and parking is available on Tower Street, Taft Street and Pleasant Street.

Remedial Decision Letter and Remedial Action Work Plan
On April 19, 2018, RIDEM issued a Remedial Decision Letter (RDL) to National Grid, which formally approved the Site 
Investigation Report (SIR) and the proposed remedy. As required under the RDL, National Grid submitted a Remedial 
Action Work Plan (RAWP) to RIDEM on June 15, 2018.

The RAWP summarizes the results of a 2017 Limited Design Investigation program, provides technical details on the 
Site remedy and outlines the anticipated implementation schedule. It also describes the measures that will be used 
during construction to address and mitigate dust, odor, noise and traffic. In addition, the RAWP describes the air 
monitoring program, which will be deployed during construction, that is designed to protect both on-site workers and the 
surrounding community.
